Formative Assessment Policy

This policy is designed to provide staff, students and parents with a framework regarding formative assessment of students work within school.

The policy will be split into 2 parts, whole school policy followed by department policy. This will allow for the diverse range of subjects and age ranges taught within the school whilst also providing some element of consistency and expectations. The following must be taken into consideration:

· Each student in each class can expect to have a least one written, curricular target per subject per half term. Where possible students will be given chance to improve their work according to the target.

· Checked work will be identified using symbols. The symbols identified from the literacy policy are to be used.

· Peer and self assessment can be used by students as a method of assessment.

· Oral feedback, one of the most effective methods of feedback, is to be used as necessary.

· Students are to be aware of the department’s policy on assessing work.

History Department Policy

In addition the History dept have agreed on the following.

· Effort grade will be replaced by the symbols:

· + Extra endeavor, over and above what was required in time spent, presentation thought etc. 

· = What is expected – 20 mins spent on a solid piece of work. Complete

· – Instructions not followed, incomplete, rushed, slap dash etc.

· In terms of how work is marked.

· KS4 classwork will not be formally ‘marked’

· Homework – internal / creative marked using code above

· Exam worked as per exam board marks schemes. 

· KS5 as KS4 but to include logging of lesson prep. N.B. Lesson prep and homework are different. 

· KS3 Classwork – exercise books will be looked at every 2-3 weeks. The teacher will review the last 4-6 lessons work and make an encouraging comment. (This could be done on a rota basis in lessons if appropriate.)

· Homework to be done on paper. – creative homework / knowledge / skills etc to be marked using the  +/=/- system. 

· KEY Homeworks will be ‘formally’ marked using success criteria and NC levelled. Assessment will be structures in class but ultimately final draft in EXAM conditions. Key homeworks don’t. It is essential that for these piece of work we all use the shred resources and follow the same structure.
