Formative Assessment Policy

This policy is designed to provide staff, students and parents with a framework regarding formative assessment of students work within school.

The policy will be split into 2 parts, whole school policy followed by department policy. This will allow for the diverse range of subjects and age ranges taught within the school whilst also providing some element of consistency and expectations. The following must be taken into consideration:

· Each student in each class can expect to have a least one written, curricular target per subject per half term. Where possible students will be given chance to improve their work according to the target.

· Checked work will be identified using symbols. The symbols identified from the literacy policy are to be used.

· Peer and self assessment can be used by students as a method of assessment.

· Oral feedback, one of the most effective methods of feedback, is to be used as necessary.

· Students are to be aware of the department’s policy on assessing work.

Technology Department Policy

KS3 (implementation to start at the beginning of Spring Term 2008)
· Individualised target setting to be carried out at the start of each term
· +/-/= to be used as a checking mechanism and method of recording. This will connect with colour coded traffic light tracking system (already in operation). 

· Peer and self assessment used where appropriate

KS4 & 5

· Use of +/-/= to be continued as a checking mechanism and method of recording.
· written curricular targets issued for each unit/piece of coursework to enable students to meet success criteria for courses.

· Regular written/verbal feedback given to improve the standard of their work.
