Certificate in Engineering and Technology

This course focuses on the skills and knowledge that students need to start out in a career in engineering.

The course is designed to have a ‘hands on’ practical approach to basic engineering skills.

The content and structure of the course has been developed to provide a broad based introduction to the practices and processes of engineering and technology. It will develop the personal skills that learners need to learn and achieve their full potential.

This qualification is designed to help students who:
· Wish to enter Further Education but do not have the necessary GCSE grades
· Wish to start a career in engineering

· Are new to engineering

Benefits of the qualification
· Provides students with the critical basic skills and knowledge that can be developed at higher levels in employment or further education

· Provides and alternative qualification for students to demonstrate their engineering ability
· It is a nationally recognised qualification that provides potential employers with evidence of achievement and ability in engineering practices

Structure of the course:

· The course is delivered over a period of two years

· Students spend one day per week studying

· Students will provided with their own personal protective equipment 

· Students will study 5 units of work 

Units of work studied:

· Understanding working in engineering

· Understanding electronics

· Understanding electrical installation

· Understanding cutting, forming and assembly of common plumbing materials

· Understanding cutting, joining and finishing of wood
To be awarded the Certificate students must complete all five units.
